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Home Prices Up In 2017

Home prices propelled up in December, according
to the S&P CoreLogic/Case-Shiller Indices, ending
2017 on a strong note.

The S&P CoreLogic Case-Shiller U.S. National
Home Price NSA Index, a 20-City Composite rose
6.3 percent year-over-year, and was led by strong
increases in the western part of the country:
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Housing and inflation are both on upward
trajectories, but home prices are increasing at a
vastly larger rate. The average increase from the
lows of the great recession 1s 62 percent for
housing, but only 12 percent for inflation over the
same period. None of the cities covered in the
Case-Shiller index saw real, inflation-adjusted
prices fall in 2017.
